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APPLICATION RANGE
Suitable for rendering walls, both indoor and outdoor, at an 
application thickness from 2-5 mm. 
It can be applied over the following surfaces: 
    • Brickwork
    • Blue board
    • Concrete blockwork

If a higher build is required on an uneven surface, use 
DUNLOP MULTIPURPOSE ACRYLIC RENDER as a base coat and 
use DUNLOP MULTIPURPOSE FINE COAT RENDER as a 
finishing coat.

Clean off dust, oil, grease and all loose contaminating 
materials or coatings.

If dry and porous, 
dampen the surface to be rendered by brushing or sponging 
the surface or applying a light mist spray of water to prevent 
rapid drying of the render. Jointing of all FC sheet and 
blueboard should be carried out as per manufacturers 
instructions. Dense concrete will require priming with 
DUNLOP PRIMER and allowed to dry for 30 minutes prior to 
the application of the render. Use of a primer will extend the 
drying time of the render. 

MIXING
1  For a trowel-on mix, add approximately 3.5 to 4.0L of clean 
    water to a bucket. For a roll-on mix, add  approximately 
    4.5-5L of clean water to a bucket. 
2  Gradually add 20kg of DUNLOP MULTIPURPOSE FINE COAT 
    RENDER to the water whilst mixing with an electric mixer 
    to disperse the powder  into a creamy, lump free 
    consistency. 
3  Allow the mix to stand for up to 5 minutes, remix and then 
    begin applying. 

The mixed material is useable for up to 1 hour @ 23ºC and 
50% relative humidity. 

APPLICATION
Trowel-On Procedure
1  Apply the render with a steel trowel, evenly spreading the 
    mix over the surface.
2  After 10-30 minutes, depending on ambient and surface 
    conditions, work can begin on the surface finish. The 

    surface finish can be dense and smooth by using a wooden 
    or plastic float or coarse and sandy by using a sponge to 
    give the required effect. 
3  The mixed material is useable for up to 1 hour @ 23ºC and 
    50% relative humidity. 

Roll-On Procedure
1  Apply the render to the surface with a textured roller, 
    rolling gently in a downward motion, repeating the 
    motion 3 times. 
2  Roll horizontally over applied render removing excess  
    render. 
3  Use a plastic trowel in an upward motion to ensure the 
    render is evenly spread and repeat steps 1-3. 
4  If a second coat is required, wait 6-8 hours for the first coat 
    to dry.     

FINISHING
After 10-30 minutes, depending on ambient and surface 
conditions, work can begin on the surface finish. The surface 
finish can be dense and smooth by using a wooden or plastic 
float or coarse and sandy by using a sponge to give the 
required effect. The roll-on mix and a textured roller can  be 
used to acheive a textured surface finish. 

DRYING TIME
The render surface is touch dry in 1-2 hours @ 23ºC. A second 
coat may be applied after 6-8 hours and the surface will 
reach full cure after 7 days. Before application of a decorative 
finish (i.e. paint) allow the render to cure for a minimum of 1 
day for each 2mm thickness of the render. Cold, damp or 
humid conditions may lengthen the drying time. 

COVERAGE
Coverage will vary depending on the condition of the surface 
and site conditions. As a guide, 20kg of DUNLOP MULTIPUR-
POSE FINE COAT RENDER will cover approximately 15m2 at 
1mm thickness or 5m2 at 3mm thick or 3m2 at 5mm thick.

CLEAN UP
Clean all tools in water immediately after use.
